Ephesians 4:29 Let no corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, but that
which is good to the use of edifying, that it may minister grace unto the hearers.

Matthew 5:37 But let your communication be, Yea, yea; Nay, nay: for whatsoever
is more than these cometh of evil.

James 5:12 But above all things, my brethren, swear not, neither by heaven, neither
by the earth, neither by any other oath: but let your yea be yea; and your nay, nay;
lest ye fall into condemnation.

(24) He that hateth dissembleth with his lips,
and layeth up deceit within him; (25) When he speaketh fair, believe him not: for
there are seven abominations in his heart.

Proverbs 27:14 A continual dropping in a very rainy day and a contentious woman
are alike.



Proverbs 29:5 A man that flattereth his neighbour spreadeth a net for his feet.

Proverbs 29:11 A fool uttereth all his mind: but a wise man keepeth it in till
afterwards.

Proverbs 29:20 Seest thou a man that is hasty in his words? there is more hope of a
fool than of him.

Proverbs 2:12 To deliver thee from the way of the evil man, from the man that
speaketh froward things;

Proverbs 2:16 To deliver thee from the strange woman, even from the stranger
which flattereth with her words;
